It is unique in Sichuan dialects with some features
such as the retaining of the ancient ending — tone the keep of the
distinctions between Tsi — syllables and Ki — syllables and the
differentiation between retroflex and non — retroflex initials. Moreover
some words from the ancient initials K — have not been palatalized in
front of the medial -i- or -y-
